What is the role of the Community/Organization? 
The Project Accelerator should be viewed as a community initiative.  Applicant communities/organizations will select up to two Project Steward(s) who will take part in training and leading project development, but success will require involvement and support from leadership, key staff, members, and partners. 

What is a Project Steward? 
The Project Steward is the individual or individuals chosen to represent the community or organization in the training components of the program, and to lead the development of a project plan.
The goal of the Project Accelerator program is to support communities in developing a comprehensive energy efficiency project plan, and the skills and knowledge of financing for energy efficiency, and how to make lasting change towards healthy housing. 
The information you provide will not be shared outside of Indigenous Clean Energy (ICE) except in aggregate (and anonymized) for reporting. With your permission, ICE may use the information you share for further housing data analysis work we are completing.
Once your application is submitted, it will be reviewed by the ICE team. Qualified communities/organizations will be contacted for a follow up meeting to learn more and further assess fits with the program. From there, final selections will be made by a committee of ICE’s Advisory Council.
